	Learning Obiectives: Creating 
Anchor Standard Three:
Refine and Complete Artistic Work

Student will create an original artwork that is in 3D, depicts an action and their feeling/mood for the day.
	Structure  Activities: Take a roughly 6" x 6" sheet of foil.

With the Sharpie marker and a ruler, mark off lines for the head, arms and legs (please see example page).

Gently cut along the lines you marked.

Carefully scrunch the foil so that it forms two arms and two legs coming off of the torso section.  Also, scrunch the head into shape.

Pose the arms and legs to show the figure in action.

Use a dot or two of glue to attach the figure to the card stock or cardboard.
 
	Assessment: 
Was the student able to create a sculpture?
Did the artwork appear to be in motion?  What was the motion?
Did the student talk about their artwork with the viewer and explain artistic choices?
	Subject: Visual Art
	Lesson Focus Goals: Cabot Yerxa was an artist and an art collector.  He appreciated both 2D (2 dimensional or flat) artworks as well as 3D (3 dimensional) work like sculptures.  Students will make a foil sculpture that is 3D and depicts an action based on their feeling or mood for the day.
